It should be possible for each member of An Gilrda—knowing
the amount of his pay and allowances—to calculate the amount
of Income Tax payable by him each year. For this purpose

7. Wife's Earned Income. Where the claimant's total
income includes any earned income of his wife, an additional
allowance of nine-tenths of the amount of such earned income
(subject to a maximum additional allowance of £45).

11, Deduction in respect of Dependent Relatives. A
deduction of {50 in respect of (i) a relative (of the claimant
or of his wife) incapacitated by old age or mfirmity, (i) widowed
mother (of the claimant or of his wife) whether incapacitated
or not or (iii) son or daughter upon whose services the claimant
depends by reason of old age or infirmity, where the said
relative, widowed mother,” son or danghter, is maintained
by the claimant. No deduction is allowable under (i) or (u) if
the income of the dependent relative exceeds £80 a year.
